Another youngster, outfielder John “Boog” Powell, 22, had lightning in his bat all season long: He ranked third in the majors with 39 homers, second in slugging percentage

(.606) and OPS (1.005). He was second on the team with 99 RBI. Premier third-sacker Brooks Robinson topped the A. L. with 118 RBI. Robinson, the A. L. MVP, smacked 28

homers and was followed by Sam Bowens’ 22. Luis Aparicio led the big leagues in stolen bases and was awarded his sixth Gold Glove.
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
