Rare Play Chart (V 2.0)

* NOTE * A couple of results may be unrealistic for the batter at the plate – like a very slow runner stealing many bases.  Feel free to ignore these results and consult the normal rare play chart, or you could even substitute the result with a strikeout, or even re-roll (it’s up to you!)

(001) Batter hits a liner back at the pitcher.  The ball caroms off the pitcher’s stomach back towards the plate and the catcher is able to throw out the batter.  Score this as 1-2-3.

(002) Batter hits a liner back at the pitcher.  The ball caroms off the pitcher to the third baseman and then off the third baseman to the shortstop.  The shortstop is able to field the ball and throw to first for the putout.  The play is scored 1-5-6-3 with no rundown in sight.

(003) Batter doubles to left and continues to third when the throw to second is wild.  The third baseman deposits the ball in his glove and returns to his position.  Batter steps off the bag and is out!  Score this as a putout for the third baseman.

(004) Batter hits a smash up the middle.  The second baseman makes a great stop, but is out of position to throw to first, so he flips to the shortstop who retires the runner (4-6-3).

(005) Batter hits a single to right field, but is caught in a rundown and eventually put out at second base (9-3-6-4-3-4-6-2).

(006) Batter hits a single.  The runner injures his leg sliding into second but wiggles his way to third where he collapses and has to be carried off the field.  Score this as SB + E2 (throw to second).

(007) Batter strikes out but the catcher drops the pitch.  He throws to first but the first baseman drops it for an error and the batter is safe (K+2E3).

(008) Batter strikes out but the pitch gets past the catcher and rolls to the backstop.  The catcher thinks the pitch has been fouled and does not go after it.  The batter runs to second while the pitcher chases the ball.  The defensive team’s manager and players protest to the umpire that it is foul, but the decision stands.  After the pitcher throws one strike to the next batter, the umpires hold a conference and decide the batter must go back to first.  Score this as a K plus passed ball.

(009) Batter hits a liner to right.  The right fielder misses the ball for an error, allowing the batter to reach second.  The defense throws the ball back in and the batter is out on appeal for missing first base.  Score this as 8-4-6-3.

(010) Batter is safe on a dropped throw from third base (5-E3).  The next batter flies to center but the centerfielder drops the ball (E8).  The runner on first, thinking the ball is caught, retreats back to first and the batter runs by the base runner and is called out.

(011) Batter hits a line shot off the pitcher’s shins.  The next batter follows with what appears to be a 6-4-3 DP, but the umpire rules that the pitcher obstructed the batter on his way to first base.  (6-4 FC, batter safe at first).  After a big argument, the next batter follows with a single off the pitcher’s knee.  The pitcher is then able to strike out the next batter and retire the next batter on a comebacker. 

(012) Batter leads off the inning with a single, but is picked off and six defensive guys handle the ball with the center fielder making the putout (pickoff + caught stealing, 1-3-6-1-5-4-8).

(013) Batter leads off the inning with a walk.  The batter then steals second base.  The next batter flies out to left.  The runner then steals third before the next batter strikes out.  With the next batter up at the plate, the runner steals home thus completing a rare feat of stealing three bases in one inning.  (SB + F7 + SB + K + SB).

(014) Batter singles to left and the left fielder boots the ball allowing the batter to reach second.  The next batter strikes out.  The following batter reaches first on an error by the third baseman, and the runner goes to third.  The next batter hits a sacrifice fly to right, which the right fielder boots.  The next batter reaches first base on an error by the shortstop, which loads the bases.  A walk to the following batter forces in the second run of the inning and that is it for the starting pitcher.  The manager removes the pitcher and the relief pitcher gets the next batter to fly to shallow center and fans the next batter to end the inning.  The defense commits four errors but the offense only scores two runs.  (single + E7, K, E5, SAC FLY F9 + E9, E6, walk, F8, K).

(015) Batter leads off the inning with a drive past third, which rolls down the line to the fence.  The batter thinks the umpire has called the ball foul and therefore does not run.  The ball is relayed to first for a 7-5-1-3 putout.

(016) Batter leads off the inning with a fly ball to deep right.  A fan in the front row stretches his hands over the railing and catches the ball.  The batter is allowed a home run.

(017) Batter triples to lead off the inning.  The pitcher throws to first on appeal that the batter missed the base, but he throws the ball away allowing the run to score (E1 on throw to first).

(018) Batter leads off the inning with a pop up in foul territory near first.  The batter is called out when the first base coach interferes with the first baseman as he attempts to catch the ball.

(019) Batter bunts for a base hit.  With the next batter at the plate, the runner steals second.  This rattles the pitcher and he balks him to third.  The runner holds as the batter grounds to the shortstop and is retired at first.  The next batter steps up and the pitcher uncorks a wild pitch allowing the batter to score in an unusual base path excursion - bunt single + SB + Balk + 6-3 + WP without the ball being hit more than 15 feet.

(020) The pitcher strikes out the side on 9 pitches!

(021) The pitcher’s first pitch sails near the batter’s head.  The batter walks toward the pitcher with his club raised but the umpire grabs him by the arm and leads him back to the batter’s box.  The batter knocks four pop fouls and eventually grounds out to first.  As the batter nears the bag, he jumps on the pitcher and knocks him down, when the pitcher gets up he is rushed by the batter.  The umpire gets between them and both benches emptied.  The umpire ejects the batter. (3-1 with two ejections).

(022) Batter leads off the inning with a single to third but is out at second (5-4-6).

(023) The batter strikes out to end the inning.  The third base coach sees that the catcher trapped the pitch in the dirt, did not tag the batter and rolled the ball to the mound.  The coach tells the batter to start running as most of the defensive players entered the dugout.  The batter reaches first easily and is heading for second.  Since no one interferes with him, he starts for third.  By this time the left fielder hears the coach shouting at the batter.  The left fielder hustles to the mound but has trouble picking up the ball.  The batter heads for home where the shortstop and catcher had returned.  The left fielder finally picks up the ball and throws to the shortstop.  The batter turns back to third but is tagged out by the left fielder for a K 7-6-7.  The catcher is charged with an error.  The aftermath of the story is that the batter pulls a hamstring muscle running the bases and has to leave the game.

(024) Batter singles and the runner goes to second.  The runner on second takes his lead and the third baseman throws the ball (which he had concealed) to the shortstop and the runner is tagged out eventually after a return throw to the third baseman – pick off, caught stealing, 5-6-5.

(025) Batter hits a shot back to the mound and the pitcher throws to second.  However, the umpire gets in the way of the play and the runner is safe at second.  Yikes!

(026) Runner on first attempts to steal, however, the batter tries to block the catcher’s throw to cut down the runner.  The batter is called out on interference and the runner is sent back to first.

(027) Batter hits back to the pitcher who throws to first.  The runner on first never leaves and is tagged out (FC 1-3) and the batter is safe at first.  The next batter doubles to move the runner from first to third.  The batter fails to touch first and is out on appeal.

(028) Runner on first is caught stealing second but is ruled safe when the second baseman drops the ball for an error.  Runner then steals third successfully.  Runner is caught stealing home when the batter misses the squeeze bunt.  The runner is effectively caught stealing twice in one inning.  (SB + CS (2-E4) + SB + CS home)

(029) Pitcher tries to catch the runner sleeping off second.  However, the throw goes into center and the runner scores.  The runner on first tries to go to third on the play but is thrown out.  Score this as a pickoff (E1), runner from second scores, runner from first out at third (8-3-5). 

(030) The runner on second is out via the hidden ball trick!  Score this as a putout by the second baseman.

(031) The runner on first is picked off but not before the ball is thrown around – score it as pickoff, caught stealing (1-3-6-3-4-6).

(032) Batter singles to center and the runner is out at home on a (8-6-3-4-3-2) play!

(033) Runner on first breaks for second on a steal attempt and the catcher’s throw hits the pitcher in the elbow!  SB for the runner.

(034) Batter attempts a hit and run and fouls off EIGHT consecutive pitches.  The batter then doubles, scoring the runner on first (although he was not going)!

(035) Batter rips a hot liner towards first in foul territory.  The first baseman snags the liner while standing on the bag.  When the runner on first steps off the bag, he is doubled up!

(036) Batter hits a grounder to the second baseman.  He flips to the first baseman for the first out and then the first baseman fires to the shortstop who runs the runner from first back to the first baseman (4-3) and (3-6-3).

(037) Batter hits a short fly to center which is caught on the run and the center fielder also tags out the base runner for an unassisted double play by an outfielder!

(038) Batter hits a popup to the pitcher that is dropped.  The pitcher throws the ball to first to get the batter and then the runner on first is trapped between the bases for an unusual DP (1-3) and (3-6-4).

(039) Batter hits a liner to first.  The first baseman snares the ball for the first out and steps on first to get the runner returning and fires to the shortstop covering second to complete the triple play! 

(040) Batter flies out to right.  The first baseman holds the return throw in his glove and waits for the runner to step off the bag and the runner is out via the hidden ball trick!

(041) Batter rips a liner to the right fielder who runs to 1B to double up the runner for an unassisted DP!

(042) Batter and pitcher have a bad blood history.  The batter is nearly hit by the pitch and the hurls his bat at the pitcher and rushes out to the mound.  The two get into it and both benches empty!  Both players are ejected.

(043) A double steal is attempted and the runner on second reaches third and the runner on first is caught in a rundown.  The lead runner continues on to score and draws a throw while the other runner reaches second.  The league president rules that the first runner should be credited with two stolen bases on the play and the other runner one.

(044) Batter grounds out to third (5-3) and the runner on first is thrown out at third for the second out (3-5).

(045) Batter singles to center and the runner goes for third.  The center fielder’s throw is under the runner’s arm as he slides into third and as the runner heads towards home, he drops the ball.  The runner is called out for interference and the batter is sent back to second.

(046) Runner steals second and races towards third when the catcher throws wildly to second.  The runner scores when the second baseman throws wildly to third in an attempt to get the runner.  The base runner has to slide into second, third and home to score on a steal and two errors – E2 and E4.

(047) Batter hits a ball that caroms off the first base bag and hits the runner, thus giving the batter a single but the runner is called out. 

(048) Batter singles and the base runner is thrown out by the second baseman at third.  The batter, thinking there are three outs heads for the dugout after reaching second.  He becomes an easy pickoff (1-6)!

(049) Batter grounds out to the short but runner on first takes too big a turn around second and is caught in a long rundown for a DP, with the left fielder finally coming in to get the put out (6-3) and (3-5-4-2-7).

(050) Batter hits a little fly towards the mound and the pitcher allows the ball to drop and then throws to first where the first baseman tags the runner and steps on the bag for a DP (1-3) and (3).

(051) Batter rips a double advancing the runner to third, however, the defense appeals at second and the lead runner is called out for failing to touch the bag.

(052) Batter flies out to center and the runner is doubled off first (8) and (8-4-1-3).

(053) Batter singles to right and the runner is out at home (9-6-3-6-4-2).

(054) Batter singles to right.  The runner is out at third (9-6-3-2-5-2-5-2-5-3-5)

(055) Batter hits a liner to the right fielder who doubles up the runner off first unassisted!

(056) Batter hits a ball back to the pitcher who makes a wild throw to second.  The runner overruns the bag and is out 6-5.  By this time, the batter is on his way to second and is run down for a double play – score it as (E1) (6-5) and (5-4).

(057) Runner on first is picked off. Score it as 1-3-6-3-4-2-3.

(058) Batter hits a shot to right and the runner is forced out at second (9-6).

(059) Batter singles to right.  Runner on first slides into third and knocks himself out before touching the bag.  The third base coach runs over and pulls the runner’s foot to the bag.  The umpire calls the runner out because of coach’s interference since the rules state that a coach may not assist a runner.

(060) Batter hits a ball that gets past the fielders into left center and he runs all the way around for an inside the park home run.  However, the umpire rules that he cut second (not touching it) so the batter ends up with an RBI single.

(061) Batter singles to left sending the runner to third.  The left fielder picks up the ball and holds it.  The runner defies the left fielder and sets sail for the plate.  He scores and the batter reaches second.  Both batters are credited with a stolen base each.

(062) The pitcher throws a wild pitch.  The catcher’s throw to second goes into center and the runner continues to third.  The center fielder throws out the runner at third for the following:  wild pitch, runner out at third, 8-5.

(063) Batter hits a ball to the second baseman that is mishandled for an error (E4) and the runner scores from second.  The runner on first is caught in a short rundown between third and home (4-2-5-2).  In the meantime, the batter tries to sneak over to second and is also caught for a DP following an E (2-6).

(064) The batter strikes out with the runners on the move.  The catcher throws to third and it is so far ahead of the runner that he stops and retreats toward second where the runner from first has arrived.  The batter then runs back to first.  The third baseman throws to first and the batter is tagged out.  The lead runner then breaks for third.  The first baseman throws to the pitcher who is covering the bag and the runner is out for a triple play!  The lead runner is heard to say “We need a second base coach”.  The play is K + CS (third) 2-5, CS (second) 5-3-1 / triple play.

(065) Batter hits ball to short center which is trapped.  The center fielder throws wildly to second trying for a force out, but it is not in time – score this as FC8, runners advance one base (E8 on throw to second).

(066) Batter singles to center scoring the runner from second.  Runner on first runs to third.  The batter is caught between first and second.  The play ends up as - runner on second scores, runner on first scores after a throw to home but the batter is out at second (8-6-4-3-9).

(067) Batter is caught looking at a third strike for the second out and the runner is cut down at home on a delayed steal attempt (1-6-3-4-3-2-5-2).

(068) Batter lines a pitch off the pitcher’s forehead back to the catcher in the air.  The catcher throws down to second to double up the runner there.  The pitcher is carried off the field unconscious and taken to the hospital for X-rays.

(069) Batter socks a long fly to center which the center fielder reaches for but only touches with the tips of his fingers.  At this time the runners are between second and third and both set sail for home.  The runner on first catches the lead runner a few feet from the plate and the two come in side-by-side.  The catcher gets the ball an instant before their arrival and touches both with one motion and the two are both called out in rapid succession by the umpire – (single, runners out at home (8-2) and (2).

(070) Batter hits a grounder towards short that strikes the lead runner for an automatic out and a single for the batter.  The next batter hits a grounder to short.  The shortstop tries for a force out at first but the throw is late.  The runner on first tries to score from second on the play and is caught in a rundown for the following play – 6-4-3-2-5.

(071) Batter hits a fly ball to center.  The center fielder tries to double the runner off first base and the runner on second runs to third.  The first baseman takes the throw and relays it to the plate to prevent the runner from scoring.  However, the throw is wild scoring the runner and allowing the runner on first to go to second.  (F8 + E3)

(072) Batter grounds to third.  The third baseman throws to second to force the runner.  Runner on second stops between second and third to watch the play and the return throw to third doubles up the runner.  Score this as 5-4-5 GIDP.

(073) Batter grounds to third.  The defense throws the ball around a little before recording the two outs – (5-4) and (4-5-4-5).

(074) Batter hits a sharp grounder between first and second.  The second baseman fields the ball and throws out the batter.  The first baseman throws to second trying to double up the runner from first.  However, the runner on second rounds third and starts for home so the shortstop throws to the plate instead of tagging the runner.  This weird DP is scored – (4-3) and (3-6-2).

(075) The batter hits a ball in front of the plate which the catcher grabs, tags the batter and throws to third to retire the runner on an unusual GIDP.

(076) Batter hits a short fly to center.  The center fielder traps the ball and throws to second for the force out.  The second baseman is intent on getting the runner going to third and forgets to step on the bag at second.  The third baseman throws the ball back to second for a force on the runner from first who had not run right away – the play is 8-4-5-4.  The batter is safe at first on a single and the runner on second goes to third.

(077) Batter singles to center.  The center fielder throws behind the runner when he rounds seconds but he is able to get back safely.  However, the batter runs all the way to second thinking that the runner was heading to third.  With two runners standing on second, the second baseman tags the batter.  The other runner walks off the bag confused and is also tagged out.  An outfield single that turns into a DP – single, runner scores from second, runner on first is out (4 unassisted) and the batter is out at second (8-4).

(078) Batter doubles into a DP.  Double to center, runner on second out at home 8-4-2 and the runner at first is out at home as well (2).

(079) Batter doubles to left.  Both runners score but the batter is out at third – 7-6-2-5.

(080) Batter strikes out but the third strike is a wild pitch and the runner from second scores.  The runner on first ends up on third and batter goes all the way to second.  K + WP.

(081) Batter singles to left scoring the runner from third, but the runner on first gets caught in a rundown and is tagged out – single, RBI and runner out at third (7-2-5-4-5).

(082) Batter singles to left and the runner on second slides past the catcher and the plate.  The catcher takes a chance and goes after the runner and tags him.  The umpire is tricked by the catcher’s stunt and calls the runner out.  

(083) Batter singles to short, but the runner on second is out at home (6-2).

(084) Batter strikes out but the ball gets away from the catcher.  The third baseman actually makes the play and throws out the batter – score it K 5-3.

(085) Batter hits a sharp grounder to second.  The second baseman glances over to third and freezes the runner.  The runner on first is hoping for a run-down that will permit the run to score so he stops dead on the base path.  The second baseman, with ball in hand, runs him back towards first, tags him and steps on the bag in time to get the batter for an unassisted DP at first.

(086) Offense attempts a double steal.  Runner is out at home (2-4-3-4-2) and the runner on first is safe at second.

(087) Offense attempts a double steal.  The runner on third scores when the catcher drops the return throw.  However, the runner on second attempts to go to third on the error and is out – CS home (2-6-E2) and (2-5).

(088) Pitcher goes behind the mound and picks up the rosin bag.  He turns his back on the runners and they pull a double steal.  The pitcher is so startled that he throws the rosin bag to second instead of the ball.  The play is scored a double steal and no error.  On the next pitch, the runner on second steals third as the flustered pitcher goes into his windup.  The manager now removes the pitcher from the game.

(089) Runners attempt a double steal.  The runner on third is thrown out 1-3-6-5 – not your everyday CS home.

(090) Runner on first steals second.  Thrilled with his success he tries to steal third.  Unfortunately, when he gets there he finds his other teammate already on the bag.  The lead runner then tries to score but is tagged out.

(091) Batter hits a grounder to first and the first baseman throws home.  The catcher runs the runner back and throws to third for the out (3-2-5).  Meanwhile, the runner on first gets caught between second and third and is eventually tagged out by the center fielder – 5-1-6-8 and the batter ends up at second.

(092) Batter hits a liner to center.  The center fielder makes the catch and steps on second.  Then he touches the runner from first to complete the unassisted triple play.

(093) Batter sends a fly ball to right.  The right fielder muffs the fly, however, he recovers in time to force the runner at second.  The runner on third scores on the play for a most unusual sac fly (9-6 force out sac fly)

(094) Batter taps one to the pitcher and a general rundown ensues.  Both runners end up on third and the umpire calls the lead runner out after both runners are tagged.  The offense claims that the trail runner should be out since the lead runner has rights to the bag.  The ruling stands and the next batter then grounds to first and the runner on third is run down.  The score is as follows: FC – 1-2-5-3-5 (runner on third out at third, runner on first goes to third) and FC 3-2-5-3 (runner on third out at home, runner on first goes to third, batter to second).

(095) Batter takes a close pitch with two strikes that the umpire calls a ball.  The manager argues and is ejected.  The batter then doubles off the left field wall to drive in a run and the runner from first ends up on third.

(096) Batter hits a ball back to the mound.  Runner is thrown out at the plate and the runner on first goes to third on the play.  However, the batter is thrown out after overrunning second on the play (1-2-5-3) and (3-4).

(097) Batter strikes out and the runner on first steals second (K + SB).  With the next batter, the two base runners pull a double steal on ball four, however, the ball four is a wild pitch so the runner scores from second and the batter ends up at second – Walk + stolen base home + stolen base third and scores on the wild pitch, batter to second.

(098) Batter pops up in foul territory to the catcher.  Runner on first runs to second after the catch.  When the catcher throws to second, the runner tries to score from third but is out.  Foul out 2 and (2-6-5).

(099) Batter hits a ball back to the mound and the runner on third is caught in a rundown.  He makes it back to third, but the runner from first is also standing there and that runner tries to make it back to second.  The putout is made by the center fielder (1-5-2-5-8) and the batter ends up at second.

(100) Batter hits a pop up behind the plate that is caught.  The catcher throws to second in an attempt to double up the runner that took off from first.  The shortstop returns the throw home to double up the runner at the plate.  Foul Out to 2, 2-6-2 runner from third out at home.

(101) Batter singles into a DP, getting an RBI in the process.  The play is scored as single to center, runner on third scores, runner on first is out at third (8-5) and the batter is out at second (5-4).  The batter steps off the bag at second, thinking the out at third has ended the inning.

(102) Runner on first runs with the pitch, which the batter swings at and misses for a K (second out of the inning).  The catcher’s throw to second is cut off by the shortstop and returned home because the runner on third broke with the throw.  The throw to the plate is in plenty of time and the runner is tagged out.  Unfortunately, the ball pops out of the catcher’s mitt and lands near the dugout.  The other runner goes to third and tries to score on the error but is tagged out by the third baseman (third out of the inning).  K + CS home (2-6 E2) and the runner on first is out at home (2-5).

(103) Batter hits to the center fielder and he scoops the ball off the ground and holds it up for the umpire to see.  The umpire declares it a fair catch causing the offensive manager to rush out and protest.  The umpires hold a conference and reverse the call, allowing the runner on third to score.  Runners are now at first and second.

(104) Batter singles past first and the runner on third scores.  The runner on first fails to go to second and the throw from the right fielder turns the hit into a force play and the third out.

(105) Batter hits a triple but the runner on first is declared out for failing to touch the plate.

(106) As the runner on first steals second, the pitch is strike three.  However, the catcher does not catch the ball.  He is charged with a passed ball as the runner from third scores.  The runner on second now continues to third and the batter reaches first.  K + SB second, third goes to home on the passed ball.

(107) Batter hits a foul pop fly that is muffed by the third baseman but caught by the left fielder.

(108) Batter homers and Alfred Kenning, a 65-year-old fan drops dead while cheering.

(109) Batter grounds to short.  The runner on second is tagged out in a rundown and then the batter is tagged out after overrunning second with the third baseman making the putout (6-5-4-6) and (6-3-5).

(110) Batter hits a ball back to the pitcher.  The ball is handled nine different times and every infielder in fair territory touches the ball before anyone touches it a second time.  Runner on second is out at third (1-6-5-4-3-5-6-3-6).  The runner never makes it to third, but the batter makes it to second.

(111) Third strike gets by the catcher who throws to third trying to get the lead runner.  The ball is thrown around before the batter is put out at first for a very strange play – K + PB, runner on second goes to third, batter out at first – 2-5-1-3.

(112) Batter singles to right for an RBI.  The right fielder’s throw goes through the catcher and rolls to the backstop with no one backing up.  The batter should have scored but as he goes into second on the throw home, the shortstop bluffs taking a throw (forcing the batter to slide) and then proceeds to argue with the umpire while the batter lies on the ground at second and the catcher recovers the ball. 

(113) Batter gets credit for an infield single by hitting a pitch into the stomach of the shortstop.  The shortstop is knocked out and has to be replaced in the game.  The runner on second ends up at third.

(114) Batter is struck near the eye when the catcher returns a pitch to the pitcher.  The batter is removed from the game for examination.  The pinch hitter finishes the at-bat by striking out.

(115) Pitcher throws an inside fast ball which forces the batter to hit the dirt.  The umpire cautions the pitcher, which brings a chorus of yammering from the dugout.  The umpire ejects four players from the bench (offensive manager’s choice).  The batter then brushes himself off and hits a line-drive single to score the runner from second.  When the heckling persists in the next inning, the umpire ejects more players – leaving only the manager, one coach and the trainer on the bench (optional ejection rule).

(116) Batter doubles to right to score the runner.  However, the batter is called out when he steps off the bag and is tagged out by the shortstop.  The batter is hurt on the play and has to be carried off the field.  He is taken to a local hospital for x-rays.

(117) Batter hits a ball over the bag at first.  The umpire rules it foul, THEN signals fair.  The ball boy down the right field line picks up the ball, then puts it down.  The right fielder picks it up and gets the runner at home.

(118) Batter flies out to right.  Runner on second is victim of the hidden ball trick and is called out at second.

(119) Batter grounds out 4-3.  However, the runner from second rounds third too far and is run down.  At the finish, he was surrounded by practically the entire defensive team (4-3-5-6-2-6).

(120) Batter hits a “come-backer” to the pitcher.  The runner on second is run down (1-6-5-4) and the batter is doubled trying for second (4-3-8) as the center fielder sneaks in to make the putout.

(121) Batter hits the ball back to the pitcher.  The runner is trapped between second and third in a rundown.  Eventually, the play turns back to the batter who attempts to reach second but is put out.  The play returns back to the lead runner who is out at third.  The play is scored as 1-5-4 and 4-2.

(122) Batter lines to the left fielder who runs in and touches second to complete an unassisted twin killing.

(123) Runner on second steals third and kicks the ball out of the glove when he slides into the bag.  The ball rolls to the wall where it is picked up by a fan.  The umpire calls fan interference and allows the runner to score.  The official scorer gives the runner a stolen base but no error is given on the play.

(124) Batter hits a single to left and the runner is out at the plate (7-2) with the batter taking second on the throw.  Then next batter also singles to left and once again, the runner on second is thrown out (7-2).

(125) Batter singles to right and the third baseman trips the runner who has to now stop at third.  None of the umpires see the trip and the batter stays at third.

(126) Runner on second is picked off on a weird play (1-8-5).

(127) Batter hits a grounder to short.  The shortstop throws home to get the runner and the catcher ends up throwing to third to nail the runner from second.  Finally, the batter is out in a rundown between first and second – a very unusual triple play with all three runners caught in rundowns and the right fielder getting an assist. FC (6-2-5) runner on third out at home, (5-4) runner on second out at third, (4-3-9-3) batter out at second.

(128) Batter hits a grounder to short who tags the runner on second on the line between second and third but drops the ball.  The shortstop recovers it and throws to third and again the runner is hung up.  A rundown ensues but as the runner is tagged again the ball is dropped a second time and the runner is safe at third.  The batter took second and the other runner scored.  Everyone is safe.

(129) Batter hits a grounder to second who throws to the plate to get the lead runner and then the catcher relays the throw to the shortstop to get the batter at second.  FC (4-2) runner on third out at home and (2-6) batter out at second, other runner safe at third.

(130) Runner on third is out stealing home (2-5) and the runner on second is out at third (5-4-6).

(131) Batter hits a liner to right which is caught for the out.  The right fielder throws home to prevent a run.  The runner is too far off second and is doubled on a relay from the catcher 2-6.

(132) Batter hits a grounder to second and the second baseman throws home trapping the runner.  The catcher runs him back to third and tags both runners.  The umpire calls both runners out which causes the manager to storm out protesting.  As usual, the umpire’s call stands and the inning is over.

(133) Batter grounds to first and runner on third is out between third and the plate (3-2-5-2).  The catcher makes the putout near third and no one covers the plate.  The runner on second goes to third and the batter starts for second.  The runner on third sees that no one is at the plate and starts for home.  It is a race between the base runner and the catcher.  The catcher falls, the runner scores and the ball rolls to the stands.  The batter tries to score and first baseman recovers the ball in time to throw him out with the pitcher getting the putout (3-1).  No DP because of the intervening error.  The runner on second scores with an E2.

(134) Batter hits a grounder to third and the runner is trapped off third but gets back safely.  Meanwhile, the runner on second is trapped between second and third and when the play moves towards him, the runner on third tries to score again.  This time the lead runner is out and the other runner is trapped and tagged.  The play becomes – 5-2-4-2 (third out at home) and 2-6 (second out at third).

(135) The batter bounces one back to the pitcher who chases the runner back to third and tags him out with the runner from second also on the bag.  The batter starts for second and when pitcher throws to the second, the runner from second, now on third heads for home.  He is doubled at the plate for an unusual play with the runner on third out at third and the runner on second out at home – (1) and (1-4-2).

(136) Batter hits a two-run single to right and advances to second on the throw home.  Following the play at the plate, the pitcher starts to argue with the umpire claiming that the runner on second ran out of the base line as he was scoring and should be called out.  The pitcher holds the ball during the debate while the batter continues around the bases and scores!  The official scorer credits the batter with two stolen bases.

(137) Batter hits a fly ball down the left field line.  The left fielder goes over near the stands to make the catch but a fan knocks the ball out of his glove.  The umpire calls fan interference and the inning is over.

(138) The runner on third steals home!

(139) Batter sends a shot to center.  The runner on third scores, but the batter is out at first (8-3).

(140) Batter singles to right and the right fielder throws in time to head off the runner at the plate 9-2.

(141) Batter attempts to bunt on a squeeze play and the runner is charged with a caught stealing of home.  The runner on third crashes into the catcher and a fight between the two players breaks out.  The runner claims the catcher hit him in the head while the catcher claims the runner’s head struck his shinguard.  Both benches empty as the umpires try to separate the two players.  The umpire ejects both players.

(142) Batter strikes out but the ball gets away from the catcher, requiring a throw to first.  As the catcher releases the ball, the runner on third takes off for the plate.  The batter is out at first, but the return throw from the first baseman is too high and the runner scores.  Score this as K (2-3) and E3, runner scores on high throw to home.

(143) Batter strikes out but the ball gets away from the catcher.  The runner on third tries to score but is out on the play (2-1).  The third baseman notices that the batter has not run to first after striking out so he grabs the ball and runs over and tags first for this bizarre double play – K + runner out 2-1 and batter out 1-5.

(144) The third baseman tries the hidden ball trick but the umpire calls the runner safe.  The third baseman bounces the ball, showing his disgust at the call and is ejected immediately.

(145) Batter doubles to right but the runner stays at third – the pop up was nearly caught.

(146) Batter hits a grounder to short and the runner on third is trapped between third and home and is out.  The batter overruns second during the run down and when the third baseman throws to second, the batter heads for third.  The third baseman muffs the return throw which allows the batter to score.  (6-2-5) and (5-4-E5). 

(147) Batter hits the ball back to the pitcher and defense throws it around a little for a DP – 1-2-5-6 (runner out at home) and 6-1 (batter out at third).

(148) Runner on third is picked off – 2-1-2-4-5-6.

(149) Plate umpire signals a balk and signals the runner to come home from third.  The pitcher was not at fault.  The catcher had called for time after the pitcher started his windup.

(150) The batter laces a gapper and while running after an eventual inside-the-park home run, collides with a teammate and is knocked unconscious and has to leave the game.

(151) Batter hits the first pitch which is a soft liner to right but is ruled a trap by the umpire.  The right fielder throws home to force the runner and the catcher then throws to third to double up the other runner.  No one had moved because it looked like the ball was going to be caught.  An outfield single turns into a DP.  (9-2) third out at home and (2-5) second out at third.  Runners now on first and second.

(152) Batter grounds to second, who tosses to the shortstop forcing the runner at second and the throw to first completes the double play.  The runner on third scores on the play.  The runner on second tries to score and is thrown out to complete a very unusual triple play. (4-6) first out at second, (6-3) batter out at first, (3-2) second out at home.

(153) Batter doubles and collects two RBI but hits into a DP.  The runner on first is thrown out at home (7-6-2) and the batter is thrown out at third (2-5).

(154) Batter singles to right scoring the runner from third.  The right fielder throws home and the runner from second retreats back to third.  The catcher then throws to first trying to catch the batter off the bag.  The runner on third breaks for home and scores, beating the throw.  However, the runner on first is out trying for third on the play – single, second and third score, first out at third (9-2-3-2-5).

(155) Batter hits a fly to left but the left fielder drops the ball.  He recovers and throws to third to get the force.  At almost the same instant, The batter is called out for passing the runner at first between first and second for an inning ending DP.  The runner on third crosses the plate before both of the outs and therefore his run counts in a very weird sac fly/DP where neither out made was made on the fly ball.  (7-5) second out at third, (4) batter out at second.

(156) Batter hits a long fly ball to center.  The center fielder catches the ball over his shoulder at the warning track.  The runner on third tags up.  The runner on second stands halfway between second and third waiting to see if the catch is made.  The runner on first rounds second base and passes the runner standing there waiting just about the time the center fielder makes the catch.  The runner on first is called out (third out) for passing the runner on the base paths.  The center fielder throws to the shortstop (cutoff) who throws to the second baseman who throws to first (all for nothing).  This is a team DP.  A putout for the center fielder and a putout for the third baseman (the nearest fielder when the passing occurred).  No assists!

(157) Batter grounds to third who steps on the bag forcing the runner.  The third baseman then throws home to double the lead runner for a weird DP.

(158) Batter hits a ball to left.  The left fielder fakes the lead runner into thinking he will catch the ball.  He plays it on the hop and fires it home for the force (7-2).

(159) Batter singles to left.  Runner scores from third but the runner from second stumbles around third.  He makes it back to the bag safely, but when the runner on second gets caught in a rundown, he tries for home and is nailed (7-2-5-6-4-1).  Runner on first goes to third, batter to second.

(160) Batter hits a shot to third who fields it on the hop.  He has time to run to third for the force but throws wide to first instead.  The first baseman cuts off the wide throw and throws home in time for a pedestrian 5-3-2 force out to end the inning.

(161) Batter strikes out but the catcher drops the ball.  But he picks it up and steps on the plate to force the runner from third.  The catcher then rolls the ball to the mound.  Meanwhile the offensive dugout is yelling at the batter to keep running.  The third baseman picks up the ball and throws to first.  The scorer rules that the putout a first takes precedence over the force at the plate – score this as a bizarre K (2-5-3).

(162) Triple steal attempt!  The defense throws to second too late to get the runner from first.  However, the runner from second keeps running and is out at home on the return throw.  Each player is credited with a stolen base and the runner on second is out at home 2-6-2.
