With numbers   69 or 99 then check for unusual play chart.

Unusual Plays

1-4

With less than 2 outs with runners on first and or second, a double play ball hit to SS who flips to 2nd for the force. 2nd baseball upended by a rolling block by the runner while trying to make the throw to first. Umpire rules that the base runner out on inference, runner and batter out. 

5-9 

Batter hits a fly to centerfield umpire rules batter inference. Batter awarder first base, all runners advance one base. Score as E2, but no time at bat.                

10-14

Umpire calls ball four on a borderline call. Pitcher tells the ump. What he thinks of the call and ejected from the game.

15-19

Batter strikes out and, the ball gets past the catcher. Roll for a new number if between 81-100 the batter is safe at first, if less batter out. If batter safe score it as SO and passed ball, other wise score it as SO 2-3.

20-24

Base hit to right field, if right fielder has  “T” rating of M3 or above then the batter makes too wide a turn at first and is thrown out. Score as base hit and out as 9-3.

25-29

Batter called out on strike, he’s tossed for arguing call.

30-34 

Batter walks on borderline call. Catcher tossed for arguing the call.

35-39

If runner on first base, batter hits fly to centerfielder who drops the ball, if fielder has “T” of 5 more, runner tagged out at second base.

40-44

Lead runner misses signal and must attempt steal. Use his SBA +/- catchers throw ratings M10.

45-49

On a ground ball down the first base line, pitcher is called obstruction. Pitcher is charged with an error, batter awarded first base,

50-55

Texas league pop drops between CF, RF and 2B, batter gets a single runners advance.

56-60

Slow ground ball hit to 3rd, 3rd baseman takes too long before throwing. If batter has a SBA of 45 or higher, he beats throw for infield hit. 

61-65

If there is a runner on first, a sharp low liner to SS, the ball hits of his glove, but SS able to retrieve the ball for force at second. Throw to first is wild and batter gets to second on 2 base error.

66 – 70
If less than 2 outs and runner on first, A hard ground ball to SS, he flips the ball to the 2nd baseman who is upended by the runner. Check for injury on both players.

71-75

If there is a runner on first or second base or both, a run down occurs 3-4-6-3 Increase runners SBA by 10 if attempts to advance.

76-80

Batter hits foul ball off his foot, check for injury.

81-85

Pitcher develops a blister on pitching hand and has to be removed.

86-90

If runners on first or second or both; third baseman throws past the first baseman, catcher retrieves the ball, runners advance one base, if attempts to advance another base SBA minus 10 and if catchers “T” rating P3 or more then check for throwing error.

91- 95

Ground ball down the line to third if batters SBA are 45 or higher then he beats out a bunt, runners advance. 

96-100

With runner on third, WP is made pitcher covers home as runner slides in, check for errors on throw to pitcher, then check for injures to pitcher and runner
